Continued strong sales growth
We have successfully doubled the sales figure for the fifth consecutive year. With a 
compound annual growth rate of approximately 40 percent for DCMs during the 
period from 2006 to 2009, according to OVUM, Proximion continued to outperform 
the market and gain additional market share. Proximion’s growth was mainly driven by 
strong demand for our unique products based on long fiber gratings. During the 
period  from 2006 to 2010, the compound annual growth rate has been 138 percent.

Proximion is a three digit sales’ growth-company. This is fueled by a focus on innovation for technological 

leader ship as well as providing new and enhanced possibilities for our customers. This includes ensuring that 

our products are certified and compatible with new standards in order to provide more value to our 

customers . Every year we also aim to improve our production capacity to be able to grow together with our 

customers.

Improved production capacity
Proximion designs and manufactures all production machines in-house. Together with our technological know-how, it 
allows us to maintain total control of the entire process from product idea to finished product. In addition, it provides 
the possibility to exercise control of the production capacity. Since the third quarter of 2010, we have focused on 
improving the production facility in order to increase capacity. Initiated investments will result in a capacity that, in the 
first half of 2011, is 2.5 times the previous year. By the end of 2011 the same figure will be 3.3 times the previous year, 
corresponding to a total increase of production capacity by 230 percent. Design and manufacturing of our own produc-
tion machines is the core competency of Proximion, which also ensures quality to the customer. 

“Our main challenge in recent years has been to meet the increasing demand for our products. After five consecu-
tive years of three digit sales´ growth, we made the decision to relocate to new facilities and to initiate major 
investments in new production lines. By June 2011, production capacity will have increased by 150 percent, which 
will also benefit our customers in terms of shorter lead times. We have already started to see the effects of the 
first installed production lines”.
